25 Years Stronger: Sexual Assault 
Awareness Month 2026

April 2026 marks the 25th anni-
versary of Sexual Assault Aware-
ness Month (SAAM), a milestone 
coordinated by the National Sex-
ual Violence Resource Center (NS-
VRC). This year’s national theme, 
“25 Years Stronger: Looking Back, 
Moving Forward,” honors the his-
tory of advocacy while renewing a 
collective commitment to a future 
free from sexual violence.

The Movement’s
Roots and Mission

Though formally recognized in 
2001, the movement began with 
grassroots activists in the 1970s 
who organized the first “Take Back 
the Night” rallies to protest violence 
against women. Today, SAAM has 
evolved into a comprehensive pub-
lic health campaign aimed at:
Raising Awareness: Educating the 

public about the causes and risk 
factors of sexual assault.
Supporting Survivors: Centering 

survivor voices and providing trau-
ma-informed resources.
Promoting Prevention: Teach-

ing concepts of consent, healthy 
boundaries, and bystander inter-
vention.

Key Events in April 2026
Communities nationwide partic-

ipate in several hallmark events 
throughout the month to show sol-
idarity:
SAAM Day of Action (Tuesday, 

April 7, 2026): Supporters are en-
couraged to wear teal, the official 
color of sexual violence prevention, 
to start conversations and spread 
awareness.
Denim Day (Wednesday, April 

29, 2026): This event protests vic-
tim-blaming. It originated after an 
Italian court overturned a rape con-
viction because the victim wore 
tight jeans, implying she must have 
helped remove them.
30 Days of SAAM: An interactive 

social media contest, often hosted 
on Instagram, that provides daily 
prompts for engagement and edu-
cation.

Impact and Statistics
Sexual violence is a major public 

health concern that affects millions, 
regardless of age, gender, or back-
ground.
Staggering Prevalence: More than 

53% of women and 29% of men 
report experiencing sexual violence 
in their lifetime.
Campus Safety: Approximately 1 

in 4 women and 1 in 16 men will 
experience sexual assault during 
their time at college.
Health Consequences: Survivors 

are at an increased risk for depres-
sion, PTSD, anxiety, and substance 
use disorders.

How to Get Involved
Prevention is a shared responsibil-

ity. You can participate by:
Educating Yourself: Learn about 

digital consent and how to spot 
technology-facilitated abuse like 
deepfakes.
Starting by Believing: Take the 

Start by Believing pledge to ensure 
survivors are met with support rath-
er than doubt when they come for-
ward.
Supporting Local Resources: Do-

nate to or volunteer with local rape 
crisis centers or national organiza-
tions like RAINN.

Mile Markers – What’s the Deal?
US 1 is used to travel the islands of the Florida Keys.

Location: along the hightway are expressed by Mile Marker numbers. The ZERO 
Mile Marker is found in Key West. Mile Marker numbers continue to increase until 
the pass through the Monroe County line at Mile Marker 112, north of Key Largo. 
Look for small green signs with white numbers posted at each mile along US 1 
(these used to be the original mile posts installed along the old railroad bed).
Special note: Mile marker references are commonly used in local addresses.

When there is a B or O this denotes either Bayside (north-Gulf of Mexico side) or
Oceanside (south-Atlantic Ocean side) location.
